a. Notify the coach of the team in violation, the team will
attempt to legalize the uniform of the team member(s) in
question;

b. If the uniform at fault can not be legalized, meet with the
opposing coach to determine whether a protest will be
filed,;

c. If no protest is filed at that time, no future protest will be
accepted on this issue during the match;

d. If a protest is filed, follow protest procedures and play the
match.

(The Libero uniform is exempt from this NYSPHSAA

modification.)

WARM-UP PROTOCOL

NO high school students (or younger children) should be on the
playing surface participating in any type of warm-up activities or
participating as a line judge unless they are wearing sneakers. They
are not to be wearing any jewelry.
