FORMAL GREETINGS

Meet with the coaches at their bench area after the coin
toss.

. Keep the conversation short.

Discuss any unusual ground rules with the visiting coach.
Discuss any unusual protocol that may take place.
Spend the same amount of time with each coach.

RL DoES SCOREKEEPER TABLE

Meet with your line judges after you meet with the
coaches.

. Be inconspicuous with where you meet your line judges.

Give information according to the level of experience of
your line judges.

. Tell your line judges where you want them to be during

time outs and the time period between sets.

DECIDING SET COIN TOSS
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This should be done by the second referee with the
playing captains of the fourth set.

This should be a short meeting.

Let the scorekeeper know what has happened.

. Let the first referee know what has happened.

Monitor the situation (especially if benches have to be
changed).
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
